A special train, the Matvei Mudrov medical train, travels along its 4,000 

kilometres. There are usually between twelve and fifteen doctors on the train. The train stops 

for a day at places along the BAM. The people who live in small towns and villages come to 

the train for medical attention. There are no doctors or hospitals in their towns or villages. For 

these patients, their health centre is on the train. 

The Matvei Mudrov was named after a Russian doctor in the nineteenth century. Nowadays, 

the Matvei Mudrov visits each town or village on the BAM twice a year. In the village of 

Khani (population 742), the patients include a man with two broken ankles and a teenage girl. 

She had appendicitis a month ago and she was lucky to travel to a town three hours away for 

an operation. The Matvei Mudrov doesn’t have any equipment to do operations. The doctors 

can diagnose their patients’ medical problems and recommend treatment and medicines. The 

train has a laboratory for blood and urine tests and a number of medical testing machines. The 

patients like the doctors on the train. They say they are honest and good at their jobs. 

Next stop is a town called Berkakit. About 4,000 people live here. There is a queue to see the 

doctors. Mikhail Zdanovich is waiting for his turn. He’s 61 years old and he came to Berkakit 

in 1976. At the time, only about a hundred young people lived in Berkakit. It was a new town. 

Zdanovich met a woman who worked at the town bakery. They married and stayed in the 

town. When Zdanovich walks into the doctor’s office she says ‘Oh, Mikhail, I recognised your 

voice.’ He has a problem in his shoulder. The doctor writes a letter to say that he can’t work, 

he must have an operation. He leaves, happy, and then he returns a few minutes later. He 

brings freshly cooked pies and some goat’s milk. 



 

For the people who live in this remote part of Russia, the Matvei Mudrov is more than a 

medical train.

The historical center of London is now a relatively small area still known as the City, which 

covers only about 1 sq mile. Most of the financial activities are crowded along Threadneedle 

Street, near the intersection known as the Bank, which includes the huge Bank of England 

complex, the Royal Exchange, and the Stock Exchange. The permanent residential population 

of the City is now less than 6000, but about 350,000 commute here daily to work. 

B. 

Located just west of Soho and Covent Garden in the West End is a more residential area. The 

relatively dense development of this area is broken up by a series of Royal Parks, areas once 

owned by the Crown, including Hyde Park, Kensington Gardens, and Regent’s Park.

The most prominent landmark of the City is Saint Paul’s Cathedral, designed by the English 

architect Christopher Wren to replace the original church, which was destroyed during the 

Great Fire of London in 1666.

It has always been closely associated with the monarchy and is used 

for such state occasions as coronations and royal funerals. It is also a giant mausoleum, and 

more than 3000 notable people are buried there. Statues and monuments line the magnificent 

nave.

Virtually across the street are the Houses of Parliament, officially called the New Palace of 

Westminster. Farther west is the monarch’s permanent residence in London, Buckingham 

Palace.

To the west and north of Trafalgar Square is the West End, which is usually regarded as the 

centre of town because it is London’s shopping and entertainment hub. The busiest shopping 

area is Oxford Street, where such large department stores as Selfridges, John Lewis, and Marks 

and Spencer are located. Other well-known shopping areas include Knightsbridge, the location 

of Harrods department store; and Piccadilly, where Fortnum and Mason specializes in fine 

food.

The Moneyless Man 

For most of us it seems that money makes the world go round. However, not for Mark Boyle 

who has turned his life into a radical experiment. 

Mark Boyle was born in 1979 in Ireland and moved to Great Britain after getting a degree 

in Business. He set up his own business in Bristol. For six years Mark Boyle managed two organic 

food companies which made him a good profit. However, in 2008, he decided to give up earning 

money. He vowed to live without cash, credit cards, or any other form of finance. 

Mark Boyle began to realise that many of the world’s problems are just symptoms of a 

deeper problem. He thought that money gave people the illusion of independence. Mark sold his 

house and started preparing himself for his new life. He posted an advert on a website asking for a 

tent, a caravan (a vehicle for living or travelling) or any other type of a house. Soon an old lady gave 

him a caravan for free. At least he then had a roof over his head! 

After that, with his pockets empty, Mark was ready to go. He didn't even carry keys as he 

decided to trust the world a bit more and not lock his caravan. On November 28th, he became the 

Moneyless Man for one whole year. 

Everything was different from then on. Mark lived in his caravan on an organic farm where 

he worked as a volunteer three days a week. In return he got a piece of land to live on and grow his 

own vegetables. His food was cooked on a stove, and he washed in a shower made from a plastic 

bag hanging from a tree, and warmed by the sun. 

Even breakfast was different. With no morning coffee to brew, Mark had to find an 

alternative drink to start the day with. So he drank herbal teas, sometimes with some fresh lemon 

verbena that he could find near the caravan. Mark discovered that there were four ways to find it: 

looking for wild food, growing his own food, bartering (exchanging his grown food for something 

else), and using loads of waste food from shops. 

Public interest in his project was divided. While a huge number of people supported him, 

there was criticism of him, particularly on Internet forums. 

“People are either very positive about what I'm doing or very negative; I think it's about 70 

by 30 percent. It's funny, if you don't have a massive plasma TV these days, people think you are an 

extremist,” Mark said. 

People tend to ask Mark what he learnt from a year of a moneyless life. “What have I 

learned? That friendship, not money, is real security,” he answers. 

Mark's remarkable journey is described in his new book “The Moneyless Man”, which 

shows in a detailed way the challenges he faced on the road to his new world.

The Isle of Man 

In the Irish Sea about 20 miles away from the UK you will find a beautiful island. This 

is the Isle of Man. The people of the island are called Manx and they speak the Manx language. 

The island occupies a mid-point in the Irish Sea and the British Isles – right between England, 

Ireland, Scotland and Wales. 

The scenery of the Isle is varied. There are ranges of hills with green valleys between 

them, there are sandy beaches in the north which contrast with the rocky cliffs along the coasts. 

The island's only mountain is slightly over 600 metres high. An old legend says that from its top 

on clear days you can see six kingdoms: the island itself, Scotland, England, Ireland, Wales and 

Heaven. 

The Isle of Man has the oldest parliament in the world. It is called Tynwald and it has 

met regularly since 979. Tynwald usually meets in the capital of the country. However, for one 

day every summer the Manx parliament gathers in a small village to celebrate Tynwald Day. It 

is the only day of the year when parliament is held in the open air. On this day government 

officials read a summary of all the laws that have been passed during the year in both the English 

and the Manx languages. There is entertainment before and after the ceremony and it is a real 

community event. In addition to that, an open air market is organised and different concerts are 

held in the evening. At the conclusion, the Manx national anthem is played and there is a 

firework display. 

Another thing that attracts tourists to the Isle of Man is its rich and unique culture. Any 

visitor to the island will be particularly fascinated by the legends, folklore and the ancient 

traditions that are still kept alive today. Most tourists are happy to participate in the folk 

programmes. 

In Manx mythology, the island’s name comes from the name of a Celtic sea god. He 

ruled the kingdom and protected the land from invaders by covering the island with mist and 

thick fog. 

The island is also reputedly home to fairies who are very special. The Manx fairies are 

described as small and human-like. They wear red caps and green jackets and are naughty and 

wicked. There's even a bridge called Fairy Bridge. Those who cross it are advised to say ‘hello 

fairies’ in order to get good fortune. If the person doesn’t greet the fairies, the fairies will become 

angry with him and may play a nasty trick on him. 



 

If you love reading about King Arthur and his knights, then a must-see place is Peel 

Castle. It was constructed in the 11th century by the Vikings and has a fascinating history. It is 

believed that Peel Castle was the location of Avalon – the legendary island where King Arthur’s 

sword was made and where King Arthur was taken after being wounded.

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Glastonbury Festival 

Glastonbury Festival is the largest open air music and arts festival in the world. It became 

an example which other festivals followed. Of course, Glastonbury is best known for modern 

music, but its programme also includes dance, comedy, theatre, circus and other arts. 

The festival organiser, Michael Eavis, was a common farmer. In 1970 he visited an open 

air concert which greatly impressed him. So he decided to organise a big festival outdoors in 

the same year. He knew, it wouldn’t bring any money, but it didn’t matter. At the first festival 

there were more than one thousand people. Each of them paid £1 for the ticket. The price also 

included free milk from the farm. Later on, the festival took place almost every year and grew 

in size and audience. 

The festival takes place in southwest England on a farm. It's a beautiful and mystical 

place called the Valley of Avalon. It is surrounded with a lot of legends, symbols, myths, and 

religious traditions dating back many hundreds of years.  

In many ways, Glastonbury is like a mix of different festivals, which take place in the 

countryside and last for a weekend. Each area of the festival has its own character, its own fans 

and its own special attractions. For example, dance lovers go to the Dance Village. There is also 

a big cinema area, Theatre and Circus. Children can have fun in the Kids’ Field. Some people 

spend the whole weekend in their favourite area. However, most of them prefer walking about 

and trying lots of different things. 

Most people who stay at Glastonbury Festival live in tents. There are lots of different 

camping areas, each one with its own atmosphere. You can choose where to stay: in a quiet 

place or a lively one. There are also places for families and disabled people. Anyway, you should 

remember to bring a tent with you. Of course, it's possible to rent one, but it's quite expensive. 

Glastonbury Festival supports Greenpeace and has a number of programmes. There are 

hundreds of rubbish bins on the territory. All cans, glass, paper, electrical and electronic 

equipment, wood and waste are separated and recycled. Visitors are asked to clean after 

themselves and not to leave rubbish. The festival supports those who come by public transport 

or by bicycle, not by car. 

If you're thinking about visiting Glastonbury, you should book tickets in advance. Today 

an average ticket is about £200 for three days which is quite expensive. Nevertheless the tickets 

are sold out in two or three hours. So be quick to catch them. There are usually more people 

wishing to get to the festival than tickets.

Within the first 2 days of the contest, the tourism office received more than seven 

thousand online applications. All told, 34,000 people of all different nationalities applied. Each 

made and presented a 60-second video resume. They had to be creative and they were. In the 

end 16 people were chosen, who flew to Australia for the final selection. The candidates were 

interviewed and the winner was Ben Southall from the UK. 

Ben greatly enjoyed the dream job he had got. His life on the island was not just fun. It 

was very busy, busier than most people imagined, and certainly busier than Ben himself had 

imagined. He worked seven days a week and up to 19 hours a day. The Best Job included 

travelling to over 60 islands of the Reef almost every day. It was not just looking after the Reef, 

Ben had a lot of meetings, press conferences and interviews. He was getting a lot of attention 

all the time and he couldn't get away from it. That was probably the hardest part of the job. 

Moreover, any adventure has a certain degree of risk. Swimming and diving on the Great

Graffiti 

Where do you expect to see graffiti? Probably not in a museum. Bristol Museum and Art 

Gallery, in the south-west of England, was the kind of place where you could see classical 

pictures and statues. However, in the summer of 2009 the exhibition ‘Banksy versus the Bristol 

Museum’ opened. The exhibition presented more than a hundred works by Banksy, one of the 

world’s most famous graffiti artists. 

Banksy is a puzzle to all. He keeps his identity secret. He hardly ever gives interviews 

and likes to remain anonymous. Nobody knows much about his life or his background but many 

people believe that his real name is either Robert Banks or Robin Banks and that he was born 

in England, somewhere near Bristol. 

Banksy’s street art is always provocative. It's his way of communicating with society. 

His graffiti is characterised by bright and frequently shocking images, often combined with 

slogans. His work is often a personal protest against wars, social policy or people's behaviour. 

Although graffiti is not allowed in cities, Banksy's works have become immensely popular. 

Banksy believes that art should not be used for advertising. He has refused four times to do 

adverts for Nike, a famous sportswear company. A year after the Bristol exhibition, Banksy 

made a film called “Exit Through the Gift Shop”. The film tells the story of a street artist. It got 

many positive reviews from the critics and from the general audience. 

Another curious fact from Banksy's biography is that once he was named among the 100 

most influential people in the world. He actually found himself in the company of Barack 

Obama, Steve Jobs and Lady Gaga. When he was asked to send a photo, Banksy sent a picture 

of himself with a paper bag (recyclable, naturally) over his head. His fans still don’t really know 

who he is. 

Bristol isn’t the only place in Britain to welcome and accept graffiti. A park in Dundee, 

Scotland, has the longest legal graffiti wall (almost 110 metres long) in the UK. Anyone can 

paint on the wall any time they like. The idea of this graffiti wall project is to demonstrate the 

positive side of graffiti and to organise workshops and graffiti classes for local children. 

Even the capital of the country could not stay free of street art. There's a special website 

dedicated to London's street art and artists. The site's team is a group of enthusiastic young 

people who are closely connected with the street art world. They try to record and register all 

the works and display them on their “Street Art London” site. That is quite a job to do! The 



 

reason is that street art is very temporal and short-lived: graffiti is soon covered by another wall 

painting so they have to be quick to take a picture and post it on the website.

Red Nose Day 

There's one special day in Britain when you can see lots of people all over the country wearing 

clown red noses. This is known as Red Nose Day. It's arranged by a charity organisation “Comic

“Comic Relief” was started in 1985 by the writer Richard Curtis and the comedian Lenny Henry. 

At that time, people in Ethiopia were suffering from an awful hunger and something had to be 

done. The idea was simple. Richard and Lenny decided to gather a group of much-loved British 

comedians to give public performances. And in this way they would collect money to help 

people in desperate need. They also hoped to let people know about poverty in Africa. Richard 

and Lenny strongly believe that laughter is the best weapon to fight tragedy, poverty and 

injustice. That was how “Comic Relief” was born. 

One of the main events organised by “Comic Relief” is Red Nose Day. It takes place every two 

years in the spring, though many people think that this day should be held annually. The first 

Red Nose Day was held on 5 February 1988 and since then they have been held on the second 

or third Friday in March. 

The event is widely celebrated in the UK and many people consider it to be a type of unofficial 

national holiday. The symbol of the day is the red nose which you can find in various 

supermarkets and charity shops. The thing is that red noses are not sold and you cannot buy 

them, but you can leave a small sum of money (a donation) and just take one. The exact sum of 

the donation is not fixed. You can leave as much as you want  — it's an act of charity. 

Since 1985 there have been all kinds of noses: plastic, soft, boring common ones, there were 

noses that looked like faces, noses that made noises, noses that changed colour when they got 

hot… This year it's a dinosaur theme, which means noses are shaped like small creatures from 

pre-history. 

On Red Nose Day money-raising events take place all over the country and many schools 

participate. 

In the evening of Red Nose Day a ‘telethon' takes place on the BBC channels. This is like a 

televised marathon that shows a selection of the events of the day, and lots of short comic 

performances and reports of how the money will 

be spent. It starts in the evening and goes through into the early hours of the morning. 

There’s a Red Nose Day page on Facebook and you can follow it on Twitter. People also upload 

videos of local charity events on YouTube and Facebook. 

So, if you are ever in the UK on Red Nose Day, now you know why you will find normal people 

wearing red noses and doing silly things!

Alfred Nobel 

The name of the most well-known Swede of all time  — Alfred Nobel  — is famous all over the 

world due to the prize he established. Despite hundreds of publications about the Nobel Prize, 

most people know very little about the man behind it. 

Alfred Nobel was born in 1833, in Stockholm, Sweden. When he was four, the family moved to 

St. Petersburg, Russia. Alfred studied at home with the best private tutors and quickly mastered 

chemistry and became fluent in English, French, German and Russian as well as his native 

language, Swedish. In Russia, Alfred attended neither school nor university. 

Alfred left Russia at the age of 18 to take a two-year trip around Europe and to the USA. When 

he returned to Russia, he began working at his father's arms factory where he experimented with 

chemistry and explosives. 

Later, Alfred Nobel expanded the business to Europe and America. He had homes in six 

countries complete with laboratories as he was also a workaholic. He said himself that “my 

home is where I work and I work everywhere”. Alfred Nobel had 93 profitable factories around 

the world when he died. Many of the leading industries in the chemical field today like ICI 

(Imperial Chemical Industries) came from companies established by Nobel. His 355 registered 

patents1 showed that Alfred Nobel had a wide range of interests in many fields of technology. 

There were experiments with imitation leather, artificial rubber and synthetic silk. Nobel tried 

to improve the electrical battery, the light bulb and the phonograph. He also took photographs 

from the air, using rockets and parachutes. Alfred Nobel was also a big letter writer, sometimes 

writing as many as 30 letters a day. It was not only letters that Alfred Nobel wrote. A year before 

his death, he published his sad novel “Nemesis” that was performed as a play in Stockholm. 

Nobel was full of paradoxes. He was successful yet felt hopeless. He made a fortune out of war 

but fought for peace. He was a faithful patriot, yet spent little time in Sweden. He was an 

outstanding scientist and inventor, yet had only one year of formal schooling and no university 

degree. He loved family life but had none of his own. His dream of a wife and children never 

came true. 

In 1864, a deadly explosion killed his younger brother. Deeply affected, Nobel developed a safer 

explosive: dynamite. Soon the newspapers accused Alfred Nobel of being the “salesman of 

death”, even though 90 % of dynamite use was for non-violent purposes. However, Alfred Nobel 

himself knew that “there was nothing that could not be abused”. He never tried to defend his 

revolutionary invention. But Nobel was disappointed with how he might be remembered and 

decided to establish the Nobel Prizes to honour men and women for outstanding achievements 

in physics, chemistry, medicine, literature, and for working towards peace. .

Leonardo also made rough drawings of machines that are similar to those that 

were invented much later, such as submarines and helicopters. Obviously, Leonardo was an 

extremely creative man. 

Michelangelo was about 23 years younger than Leonardo. In addition to being a painter, 

Michelangelo was also a sculptor, and many experts consider him the greatest sculptor of all 

time. One of his most famous sculptures is David, which is a statue of a young man who was a 

famous figure in the Bible. Another great sculpture of Michelangelo’s is called the Pieta. The 

Pieta shows Mary, the mother of Jesus, holding the body of her son across her lap. 

Michelangelo is also famous for painting the ceiling of a church known as the Sistine 

Chapel. The leader of the Roman Catholic Church, Pope Julius, asked Michelangelo to paint the 

ceiling of this new church. This project required many years of hard work, and the Pope 

complained that it took too long. However, when the work was finished, the ceiling of the Sistine 

Chapel was covered with beautiful paintings of many scenes from the Bible. 

Fortunately, many of the works of Leonardo and of Michelangelo can still be seen today 

in the art galleries of Europe.

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Supermarkets 

It is believed that the idea of supermarkets first belonged to an American businessman 

who opened a self-service grocery store in 1916. The main advantage of the new American store 

was that the goods were stocked on the shelves, so the customers could take their own goods and 

bring them to the front of the store to pay for them. Although there was a high risk of stealing, 

the owner found the new shop's organisation more effective because it allowed him to reduce the 

number of shop assistants. Later the new shop organisation spread widely throughout European 

countries. 

Nowadays supermarkets are as British as football and cricket. In the UK 90% of all food 

is bought at five different supermarket chains. That makes these companies extremely powerful, 

especially when they deal with small businesses, for example farmers. Milk is a good example. 

Supermarkets like to use things such as milk and bread, which are at the top of almost everyone's 

shopping list, to attract customers. To offer the lowest price the supermarkets need to buy milk 

from dairy farmers very cheaply, so big supermarket chains agree on a very low price and dictate 

it to farmers. If the farmers don't agree to that price, supermarkets start to look for the cheapest 

possible products abroad instead. 

The consumers are of course happy to get cheaper products, but they should also keep in 

mind the influence supermarkets have on the environment. First of all, there's packaging. 

Supermarkets like all the products to be packed because it makes it easier to put them neatly on 

the shelves. Consequently, supermarkets produce nearly 10 million tons of waste packaging in 

the UK every year, less than 5% of which is recycled. Some supermarkets put large recycling 

bins in their car parks, trying to create the image that they are environmentally friendly. However, 

that is just an image. 

To reach the supermarket shelves the products often have to travel half the globe. Due to 

preservatives even milk products can stay unspoiled for months. It's a great advantage for the 

supermarket as yoghurt bought from a farmer can't be kept for longer than 2 days. That is why 

many small farmers do not even get a chance to compete with long-lasting imported goods. 

When a new supermarket is planned, everyone says that a lot of new jobs will be created. 

In reality the number of jobs lost in the area is greater than the number of new positions in the 

supermarket. Within a 15 km radius of every new supermarket that opens the number of people 

working in the food business goes down. It happens because all the small shops nearby are forced 

to close.

The best jokes are when 

everyone laughs, especially the people the joke was played on. 

One of the great April Fools’ jokes happened on April 1st, 1957. BBC TV did a 

documentary on 'spaghetti farmers' growing 'spaghetti trees.' The report showed a family from 

Switzerland carrying out their annual spaghetti harvest. It showed women carefully pulling long 

thin pieces of spaghetti from a tree and laying them in the sun to dry. 

The joke was an enormous success. A lot of people were fooled - the BBC began to 

receive hundreds of calls from puzzled viewers. “Did spaghetti really grow on trees?”, they 

wanted to know. Others were eager to learn how they could grow their own spaghetti tree. To 

this the BBC replied that they should "place a piece of spaghetti in a tin of tomato sauce and hope 

for the best." 

Another famous April joke was played by the Burger King Company in the USA in 1998. 

They ran an advertisement about launching a “twin brother” of their most famous sandwich 

Whopper. Along with the traditional Whopper they were going to sell a Left-Handed Whopper, 

which was specially designed for the company’s left-handed customers.

David Beckham 

David Beckham — is there a more famous and lovable celebrity? The footballer who 

played for such famous teams as Manchester United and Real Madrid is also a fashion model 

and a successful businessman.

The reason was the 

growing conflict between David Beckham and Manchester's manager, Sir Alex Ferguson. Once 

Sir Alex Ferguson fined David for babysitting with his sick child, while his wife Victoria, a 

designer, was at a London Fashion Week Event. The fine was really large. The incident caused 

a serious personal tension between the two men and ended in Beckham moving to the other club. 

In Real Madrid, David Beckham was not allowed to wear his favourite number seven, 

because the right to wear it was written into the contract of another player. Instead, David decided 

to wear a shirt with number 23, which was the number of his favourite basketball player Michael 

Jordan. Though David Beckham immediately became very popular with the Real Madrid fans 

and his shirt sales made a lot of money for the football club, the team didn’t win any serious 

tournaments. Perhaps, it was one of the reasons why in 2007 Beckham signed a five-year contract 

to play for the Los Angeles Galaxy and moved to America. In May 2013, David Beckham 

announced his plans to retire.

Fish and chips 

Long before the Big Mac was invented, Britain had its own national form of fast food — 

fish and chips (or fish’n’chips for short). Fish'n'chips was a relatively balanced and healthy meal 

that people could eat in the street on the way home from work, or during their lunch-break. 

Wrapped in newspaper, it would keep warm even on the coldest days of the year. Besides, serving 

fish'n'chips in newspaper helped to keep prices low. 

No British town is more than 150 km from a sea port, and most are much closer. So, when 

railways were built in the 19th century, fresh sea fish could easily be bought in all British towns. 

Cheaper than meat, sea fish became a popular source of protein. By 1870, fish and chip shops 

were opening all over the country and soon every town in Britain had its fish’n’chip shops. For 

a hundred years, they were a popular British style restaurant. 

In the last quarter of the 20th century, things changed. "Fish and chips are not so popular 

with young people these days," says Lizzie, a teenager. "Most of the time, if young people want 

to eat out, they'll go to a Burger King or a Chinese take-away. Fish 'n' chips is a bit old-fashioned. 

But there are still cheap chip shops around. We sometimes have it at home, and we go and get it 

from the chip shop. It saves cooking!" Thousands of chip shops have closed in the last twenty-

five years. Some have been turned into Chinese or Indian take-aways, others have just closed.  

Fish'n'chips wrapped in newspaper is already just a memory. European hygiene rules 

don’t allow food to be wrapped in old newspapers, so today's chip shops use cardboard boxes. 

Of course, you can still eat fish and chips with your fingers if you want, but there are now plastic 

throw-away forks for people who do not want to get greasy fingers! 

In spite of these changes, the classic fish'n'chip shop could disappear in a few years' time 

for another reason — lack of fish. For over ten years European agriculture ministers have been 

trying to solve the fish problem but with little success. As a result of industrial fishing, some 

types of fish are disappearing. Limits on the number of fish that can be caught have been 

introduced, but fishermen in Britain and other countries protest against them because jobs are 

lost. At some point, thousands of European fishermen could lose their jobs anyway, as there will 

be few fish left to catch. The traditional fish’n’chip shops will certainly continue to reduce in 

number. Soon cheap fish’n’chip shops will be gone completely. Fish and chips, however, will 

survive as a high-priced specialty in some expensive restaurants. In the years to come, they may 

become the only place where you can try this traditional English dish. Fish’n’chips became 

popular much earlier than Big Macs.

Alexander Graham Bell 

Alexander Graham Bell was a famous scientist, teacher of deaf people1 and inventor, who 

is widely known for the creation of the telephone. His father, grandfather and brothers had all 

been associated with work on speech, and both his mother and wife were deaf. The family greatly 

influenced Bell's life and work, making him look past people’s disadvantages and find solutions 

to help them. 

Alexander Bell was born in 1847, in Edinburgh, Scotland. As a young child, Bell received 

his early schooling at home from his parents. At the age of 10 he asked his father for a middle 

name like his two brothers. For his 11th birthday, his father allowed him to adopt the middle 

name "Graham", which was the surname of a close family friend. However, for most of his life 

he remained "Aleck" to close relatives and friends. 

Alexander attended the Royal High School in Edinburgh, which he left at age 15, 

completing the first four forms only. He was not a good pupil. His main interest was in the 

sciences, especially biology, and he was indifferent to other school subjects. After graduation 

from university, Bell became his father's assistant. He taught deaf people to talk by using his 

father's system. 

From 1873 to 1876 Bell experimented with many inventions, including an electric 

speaking telegraph (the telephone). The money for his work came from the fathers of two of his 

students. One of these men had a deaf daughter, Mabel, who later became Bell's wife. In 1876, 

at the age of 29, Alexander Bell invented his telephone and in 1877, he created the Bell Telephone 

Company. Later, Bell company engineers made numerous other improvements to the telephone. 

However, Bell considered his most famous invention an interruption to his real work as a scientist 

and refused to have a telephone in his study. 

Although Alexander Graham Bell is most often associated with the invention of the 

telephone, his interests were extremely varied. The magazine Science was founded in 1880 

because of Bell's efforts. He took part in creating the National Geographic Society and became 

its second President. He was also involved in hydrodynamics (the study of the forces of water), 

and projects related to the development and design of aeroplanes. Alexander Graham Bell had 

18 patents granted in his name alone and he shared 12 with colleagues. Bell's inventions included 

a metal jacket to assist in breathing, a device to locate icebergs, a metal detector, and 

investigations on how to separate salt from seawater. 



 

Bell died at the age of 75 on August 2, 1922. His contribution to the modern world and 

its technologies was enormous.

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Cambridge University 

Cambridge University is the second-oldest university in the English-speaking world (after 

the University of Oxford) and the seventh-oldest in the world. 

The story of Cambridge University begins in 1209 when several hundred students arrived 

in the little town of Cambridge after having walked 60 miles from Oxford. These students were 

all churchmen and had been studying in Oxford at that city's well-known schools. It was a hard 

life at Oxford for there was constant trouble, even fighting, between the citizens of the town and 

the students. Then one day a student accidentally killed a man of the town. The Mayor arrested 

three other students who were innocent and they were put to death. In protest, many students left 

Oxford, some of them went to Cambridge. And so the new University began. 

It was Cambridge University. Of course, there were no Colleges in those early days and 

student life was very different from what it is now. Students were of all ages and came from 

anywhere and everywhere. Life in University was strict. Students were forbidden to play games, 

to sing (except sacred music), to hunt or fish or even to dance. Books were very rare and all the 

lessons were in the Latin language which students were supposed to speak even among 

themselves. 

In 1440, King Henry VI founded King's College, and other colleges followed. Nowadays 

there are more than 30 different colleges, including five for women students and several mixed 

colleges, in the University. The number of students in colleges is different: from 30 to 400 or 

500. 

There are many ancient traditions that are still observed at Cambridge. Students are 

required to wear gowns at lectures, in the University library, in the street in the evening, for 

dinners in the colleges and for official visits. One more tradition is to use Latin during public 

ceremonies of awarding degrees. 

All the students must pay for their education, examinations, books, laboratories, 

university hostel, the use of libraries. The cost is high. It depends on college and university 

speciality. Very few students get grants. 

Many great men studied at Cambridge, for example, Bacon (the philosopher), Milton and 

Byron (the poets), Cromwell (the soldier), Newton (the outstanding physicist), Darwin (who is 

famous for his theory of evolution) and Kapitsa (the famous Russian physicist).

Nike 

Take a look around. How many people are wearing Nike right now? There is at least one, 

trust me. Nike is the number one manufacturer of footwear and clothes, and it has become a 

world-famous brand on the same level as Coca Cola, McDonald’s, and Apple. 

Nike was originally known as Blue Ribbon Shoes. It was founded in 1964 by the runner 

Philip Knight and his coach Bill Bowerman. They established the company to import cheap 

Japanese running shoes for sale in the U.S. At the very beginning they had no room or shop, so 

Philip Knight sold the shoes out of the back of his car. Meanwhile Bill Bowerman worked on 

improvements to the footwear. He tore the shoes apart to see how he could make them lighter 

and better. 

In 1967 a third person joined Blue Ribbon Shoes. It was Jeff Johnson. A runner himself, 

Johnson became the first full-time employee of Blue Ribbon Shoes. His contribution to the 

company is so great that it's hard to estimate. Johnson created the first product brochures, print 

adverts and marketing materials, and even took the photographs for the company’s catalogues. 

He established a mail-order system and opened the first company shop. 

At about the same time the company became ready to take a big move forward. They no 

longer wanted to be distributors, but wished to start designing and manufacturing their own brand 

of athletic shoes. Here again Johnson made an enormous contribution to the company. One night, 

he dreamed of Nike, the Greek goddess of victory, and suggested the name to his bosses. 

Yet, another thing was missing — a memorable logo. One was created by a graphic design 

student Carolyn Davidson. She had become acquainted with Philip Knight who asked her for her 

design ideas and Carolyn agreed to do some freelance work for his company. Soon she presented 

a number of designs to Philip Knight and the other company managers, and they finally selected 

the mark which today is the Swoosh. That has been the Nike logo ever since then. Amazingly, 

Carolyn asked just $35 for her work. 

In 1988 Nike started an advertising campaign with its world-famous slogan “Just Do It”. 

The slogan was born during a Nike meeting with the advertising agency. The slogan has become 

so closely associated with Nike that as soon as most people hear or see those three words, they 

remember Nike, even if the company name is not mentioned. Today, the words «Just Do It» and 

the Nike “swoosh” brandmark are all that are needed to identify something as a Nike product. 

Isn't it amazing how a small symbol we call a logo can make a company into a huge 

success.

Louis Armstrong 

Louis Armstrong played jazz, sang jazz and wrote jazz. He recorded hit songs for fifty 

years and his music is still heard today on television, radio and in movies. 

Louis Armstrong was born in New Orleans, in the state of Louisiana on August 4th, 1901. 

His father was a factory worker and left the family soon after Louis's birth. Young Louis was 

desperately poor. He lived with his sister, mother and grandmother in the poorest area of New 

Orleans known as the Battlefield because of the fighting and shooting that often happened there. 

When Louis was eleven years old, he was arrested for firing a gun into the air on New 

Year's Eve. He was sent to a reform school, where he learned to play the trumpet in the school's 

band. Eighteen months later Louis was back home and already dreaming of the life of a musician. 

He sold newspapers, unloaded boats and sold coal. However, in the evenings Louis played the 

trumpet with local groups or went to clubs to listen to jazz bands. He soon became friends with 

one of the greatest musicians of the time, Joe Oliver, who became young Louis's teacher. As 

Louis's skills developed, he began to perform professionally. 

He was soon able to stop working on manual labour jobs and began concentrating full-

time on music, playing at parties, dances, and at local cafes. He joined Joe Oliver's band and 

moved to Chicago. Later, Louis organised his own band and began to record one of the greatest 

series of songs in the history of jazz. Louis developed a unique style of singing: he could make 

his voice sound like a musical instrument and he could make an instrument sound like a singer's 

voice. Louis enjoyed singing improvised melodies and rhythms. Armstrong was an easy-going 

and communicative person. His fellow musicians called him “Satchel mouth” because of his wide 

smile. Later, it was shortened to “Satchmo”. 

Armstrong's biggest hits came later in his life. In 1964, his version of the song «Hello 

Dolly» was a top hit around the world. It even replaced a top-selling hit by the hugely popular 

British group, the Beatles. Three years later, he appeared in the film version of “Hello Dolly” 

with singer Barbra Streisand. The song “What a Wonderful World”, recorded in 1968, was his 

final big hit. 

Louis Armstrong never finished the fifth grade in school, yet he wrote two books about 

his life and many stories for magazines. He appeared in more than thirty movies. He composed 

many jazz pieces. He won several gold records and many other awards. Armstrong performed 

about three hundred concerts each year, travelling all over the world. He became known as the 

legend and symbol of jazz.

No one wears 

expensive brands. Everyone wears the same thing, exactly the same brand. With a uniform, there 

is less competition in class. 

School uniforms, however, are not always cheap for parents, especially if there are two 

or more children in a family and they all go to school. Parents can't buy any skirt or trousers they 

want. They can't shop in the sales either. What is more, many schools have several uniforms such 

as an everyday uniform, a formal uniform for special events and a uniform for P.E. classes. 

Students in uniforms look the same. Uniforms don't give students individuality so they 

have to look for other opportunities to express themselves. For example, they might start using 

make-up early, behaving badly or wearing bright accessories as a reaction against it. It's not the 

answer. 

Finally, there's comfort. Lots of students complain that they feel uncomfortable when they 

wear uniforms in class. Some children have sensitive skin and like to wear 100% cotton clothes. 

Uniforms are often made from synthetics, such as polyester which is harmful for a child's skin, 

especially if the child spends the whole day at school.
